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Overview 
Item collection support has been added to 
the DAC Office Order Book Design Tool.  
Collections created in DAC can now be 
noted on the order book.  Enter the 
collection key or keys in the “Item 
Collections” box on the Items tab.  If more 
than one collection should be noted, 
separate with a comma.  Click the “Add to 
Batch” button to see the collections 
associated with the items.  Notice two 
extra columns will be displayed in the grid:

Adding Collection Notation to Lines 
On the Lines tab, you’ll need to add a Data entry to display the collection notation.  The following example shows how to display the collection 

key immediately before the item number.      
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Adding a Collection Legend 
On the Footer tab, you’ll need to add a Data entry to display the collection legend.  The legend will contain only the collections found on the 

order book.  If no items are associated with a collection, a legend will not print.  The following example shows a legend printed at the bottom of 

every order book page.
